STAGE 1 WATER RESTRICTIONS 
NOW IN EFFECT

Stage 1 Water Use Restrictions are in place every year from May 1 to October 31.
Water Systems can increase to Stage 2 and Stage 3 throughout the summer.

Sprinkling 2 hours maximum on odd or even dates
EVEN numbered houses on even dates

ODD numbered houses on odd dates

Sprinkling times are 7:00am - 9:00am OR 7:00pm - 9:00pm
